  Welcome to the River City Chorale’s final set of concerts for 
our 2021-2022 season. The River City Chorale has a rich 
tradition of serving as choral ambassadors of our community, 
sharing our music and culture throughout the world on 
international tours. This summer, we will continue this tradition 
by embarking on a tour to England, Scotland, and Wales. Our 
program, entitled  Across the Pond, will juxtapose the music of 
Great Britain and the United States. 

 We start by looking at sacred choral traditions. We will contrast 
classical works by two legendary composers of England 
(George Fredric Handel and Benjamin Britten) with two works 
from America’s sacred genre—the spiritual. We continue with 
music set to texts by great literary figures from both sides of the 
Atlantic—William Shakespeare, Robert Burns, and Emily 
Dickinson. Finally, we end the first half of our program with a 
focus on folk songs from England, Scotland, and America, 
many of which are sure to be familiar. 

 After intermission, we explore the popular traditions of Great 
Britain and the United States. Our selections include works 
representing musical theatre, popular music, and popular 
culture, with many familiar names along the way such as 
Rodgers and Hammerstein, Andrew Lloyd Webber, George 
and Ira Gershwin, and The Beatles. In a fitting finale, our 
program ends with tributes to the British Isles and our 
hometown city of Sacramento. 

 On behalf of the River City Chorale, I would like to thank you for 
joining us on this trip across the pond and for supporting our 
organization throughout this entire season. It has been exciting 
and rewarding to bring choral music back safely to our 
community. We are already busy planning our 2022-2023 
season, and we look forward to seeing you again in the fall.
